Dear Brethren in the Lord, 

òThere is a time for everythingéó, says Qoheleth in the Bible! The Ordi-
nary Time of the Churchõs cycle Year B has now ended as we begin the 
holy season of Advent which ushers is cycle C; and soon it will be Christ-
mas! Time waits for no man! 

During Advent (from Latin òadvenireó, i.e. to come close) we celebrate 
two òcomingsó of Christ. It begins with his coming at the end of time to 
judge the world, then turns to the events and people who prepared the 
way of his human birth. The season recalls how the people of God longed 
for the Saviour, and concludes with the celebration of Christmas: the 
Incarnation, God becoming a person just like us! 

Advent season lasts about 4 weeks and each week recalls an Advent 
theme: 

Week 1: Godõs promise 

Week 2: Prophets 

Week 3: John the Baptist 

Week 4: Mary 

As we celebrate Advent, usually with the wreath and Jesse Tree, we 
learn that Advent is a time of waiting and preparation. Week by week 
a candle is lit on the Advent wreath; week by week the story of the Jesse 
Tree is added to. Week by week we wait and prepare; week by week we 
become an Advent people. 

The gospel readings we hear in Advent call us to repent, desire forgive-
ness and be ready to receive the Lord anew this Christmas time and 
whenever Jesus comes again in glory. Remember: His coming is as cer-
tain as the dawn!  Let us therefore lift up our souls to Christ who comes 
to deliver us from fear. Are you ready to receive the Lord with your 
head held high? Our prayer then is: òO come, Wisdom of the Most 
High, ordering all things with strength and gentleness, come and 
teach us the way of truth.ó 

May you all have a blessed Advent-Christmastide.

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Ugandan living in the UK, George Kibuuka, is 
reported to have murdered his wife Margaret 
Nakamatte Kibuuka. Kibuuka was admitted in 
Southampton General Hospital due to knife 
injuries and the pesticide chemicals he swal-
lowed in what appears to have been an at-
tempted suicide. Margaret Nakamatte, 40, a 
mother of four was studying a Bachelors de-
gree in Accountancy and Finance at Southamp-
ton-based Solent University. The late Margaret 
was in the process of divorcing her husband. 

Their four children who were asleep in the house during the incident were taken by 
Southampton city council's children service with the consent of the Uganda High Com-
mission in London. 

Our prayers are with the family of the deceased and the dear children who lost a wonder-
ful mother.

Dear friends, 

One more month and 2009 is no more. How fast time goes-by! Catholic tradition provides us with an opportunity to reflect on 
Where We Are by looking at both our Past in view of our Future. There's no better way to do that than bringing to our attention 
our obligation to the departed - Both the Church Triumphant - ALL-SAINTS DAY (November 1st) and the Church under Purifi-
cation (Purgatory) - ALL-SOULS DAY (Nov 2nd).  All the Ideologies and Philosophies trying to deny the existence of a Life After 
here have not been enough to quench Man's hope for a better lasting life. None of the Earthly Paradises (Mansions, Resorts, Ho-
tels,...) facilitated by modern technology have been able to quench man's inner yearning for something better and greater. No 
Safe-House (Saddam's didn't), Extraordinary Treatment have been able to assure man an eternity here. Thanks to our faith, we 
have elsewhere to look for Lasting Peace and Joy. It is up there where our Brothers and Sisters have preceded us. Some already 
carrying Palms of Victory - we call them Saints down here. Others are still on the way Up-there, we call it Purgatory.  

Whatever the case, we are still in communion with them - we the PILGRIM CHURCH here below. Our faith here confirms what 
we all know by experience.

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AFRICAN SYNOD REFLECTIONS BY FR. JOE SSEBUNNYA 

Greetings from Rome! From 4th to 25th October, 2009 the Eternal City was decorated with a unique presence of over 300 Synod 
Fathers from the Continent of Africa and her Islands (Madagascar). They came to participate in the II ASSEMBLY OF THE SYNOD 
OF BISHOPS FOR AFRICA (An ecclesial gathering where bishops as collaborators of the Universal Head of the Catholic Church, in a 
given region come to exchange views, discuss issues affecting the Church and the people in their countries and find ways of promoting 
the work of Evangelisation, dialogue and social development in their Local Churches. It is a special occasion where the Universality of 
the Catholic Church is expressed in the collegiality of the individual Local Churches represented by their hierarchy/bishops. ) Tour-
ists and locals were treated to a rare spectacle of Black Cardinals, Archbishops, Bishops, Priests, Religious and Laity, processing daily 
to-and-fro the Vatican across St. Peter's Square (The Central spot of Catholic Rome). Some even made gallas on who would be 
blessed by the most bishops the same day, high-jacking the unsuspecting but willing prelates as they rushed to begin their sessions in 
the presence of the Holy Father. This is one of the memories about "Africanness" that these sons of Africa left over here in Europe. In 
this society where everyone is a stranger and minds their own business, these Fathers did what they do best in Africa, stop to bless, 
greet or pose for a photo even with total strangers. It is something that many in Europe will live to remember about the "African hu-
mane and welcoming spirit" that Pope Benedict XVI savored in Africa and praises in every meeting ever since. 

The other group that I personally pitied were the Swiss-Guards (kind of the Bambowa/PPU in the Pontifical Palace). They had to 
make 350 (x4) salutes, every day whenever each delegate crossed the door; Two Ugandans tried to spare them of one extra salute by 
walking in together and were spotted by the paparazzi for that. 

 Someone wanted to know what it felt like spending whole long days (and at times nights) within the Vatican Synod Hall with the 
Synod Fathers surrounding the Holy Father. Well, it felt much like having a 21-Day-Holy-Week in October! For beside the fact that 
the Holy Father opened the sessions with a prayer and ended it with his blessing, the echoes from the Synod Hall from the various 
corners of Africa reflected a continent not only in suffering, but also emerging as at Pentecost from behind-doors to take its place in 
the world. "A Real Synod of Pentecost it has been code-named." (The 1st one by Pope J.P.II -1994- was called the Synod of the Res-
urrection). We had one Bishop OBAMA whose name evoked chuckles - a reminder of what African sons and daughters can be, given 
the opportunity. What was even more thrilling was the fact that the fears from the Synod Hall were confirmed before its end. It was 
all about the brilliant theologian and young Cardinal Turkson from Ghana. He had been chosen to manage the entire Synod and pre-
sent the results to His Holiness in due course. With a rare sense of humour, intelligence and hard work, he fired up the discussion 
with a key-note address of Hope for Africa, got the job done so well that no body was surprised when he was retained by the Pope to 
be the Cardinal Prefect for Justice and Peace in the Vatican Administration. He now succeeds the now retired Cardinal Arinze 
(Nigerian) as the highest African in the Catholic Hierarchy (and some blogs already baptised him -"the next candidate to the Papacy 
from Africa". Too early to say, but not for a journalist!). He was assured of prayers from all Africans, I hope you do remember him 
too! 

The other challenge was getting people's names and countries right. Since not many African countries are known for good things (save 
for Ghana's flourishing Democracy), most were remembered for the atrocities committed there: Zimbabwe, Liberia, Sudan, Somalia, 
Rwanda, South Africa, Kenya,... Then came Uganda's mixed litany: Land of the 1st Black Martyrs; Land of Amin; Pearl of Africa; 
Land of AIDS; Land of the Nile; Land of Kony; And it was not a moment of nationalism; it was a moment of truth as the bishops 
adressed the challenges to reconciliation, justice and peace in great detail and pastoral concern for the plight of their flock. We only 
pray that the results of these deliberations will be heeded to by all in Africa and beyond. Other less known countries had their story 
too. One was Madagascar (you remember that Island state off E. Africa? In P.7 I always had trouble spelling their Capital city -
ANTANANARIVO- thinking it was the longest name ever, until I had to read their bishops' 20+-letter-names)! But it was still easier 
than the Egyptian-Arabic/Ethiopian ones. And since they too had trouble reading my "Double-S, Double-N" syllables, we considered 
it a draw and celebrated what a great feeling to be both African and Catholic - Many Languages, One Family of God, under One 
Head! 

All is well that ends well. At the concluding Mass, the Pope reminded us all that the Synod sessions had closed but the Synod event 
not ended. The challenges identified and the solutions proposed by the Synod Fathers to be proclaimed soon, give all of us enough 
home-work to do as far as bearing witness to Reconciliation, Justice and Peace is concerned. The model is simple but practical. Africa 
- "We appeal to you like it was God himself speaking through us, Be reconciled to God" (2 Cor 7:17-20). Then seek reconciliation 
with your family, workmate, neighbour, clans/tribes, nations and continents! This up-ward movement is deemed to bear quicker and 
more enduring results than any round-table discussions. And what a task!! It needs more prayers than seminars and rallies.  

So on our knees we go in Thanksgiving for this ecclesial event on Africa, for Africa and by Africans; asking for grace to realise its fruits 
in our homes and communities under the Spirit's guidance at this New Pentecost!
